Course Description 
BUS 110A. Fundamentals of Management Information Systems, prepares students for upper division MIS courses by providing an overview of business application development.  The course will discussion the data, middle and client tiers of applications as well as technical and managerial issue associated with application development and IT use in the organization. In this course students will use MS Access (available to students through MSNDAA) and Visual Basic 2008 Express Edition (available via free download).
Course Goals and Student Learning Objectives
1. Acquire a working knowledge of MS Access and database concepts including tables, queries, forms, reports, primary keys, relationships, and basic SQL statements
2. Create programs using core features of Visual Basic 2008 Express (VB).
3. Develop Web ready applications able to capture, retrieve and store data using Visual Basic Express 2008 and MS Access.
4. Understand basic project management concepts and strategic uses of MIS

Course Requirements
a. Exams:
There will be 2 major exams, a midterm and a final, and 1 quiz early on in the semester to set your expectations for the exams.  There will be no make-up exams or quizzes without evidence of a university approved excuse.
b. Assignments
There will be numerous assignments given during the semester in addition to your final project course deliverables. You may work with a partner on assignments and turn only 1 copy per pair (be sure to include both students’ names on the assignment) unless instructed to complete the assignment individually.  You may also work on assignments alone if you prefer.  All assignments are due at the beginning of class on their due date.  I do not accept late work, ever, without evidence of a university approved excuse – forgetting to print your assignment or forgetting to do it at all are not university approved excuses. 
c. Final Project:
There will be 1 large application development project in the course.  The request for proposal (RPF) as well as many other course project helps, is available in the “110A Group Project” folder on Blackboard. The purpose of this project is to give students the opportunity to bring together concepts covered in the course.  Students are expected to work on the projects in teams of 3-5.  
The project will be submitted in a series of deliverables as listed below and on the course schedule.  Deliverables will be graded and feedback will be offered.  I expect your best effort on each deliverable…quick answers and half-hearted efforts will not earn you full points.  The final deliverable is the completed course project.  Student may improve their final project scores by up to 10 points (20% of the final deliverable grade but not exceeding 50 points) by making corrections to their projects prior to their project presentations.  Only corrections to the final project, and not earlier deliverables, will be considered for earning back points.   
Your individual final deliverable grade is determined by multiplying your group’s final deliverable grade by your average peer evaluation score.  Please see the peer evaluation form for further explanation. 
e. Extra credit options
Any extra credit opportunities that arise will be discussed in class
f. Penalty (if any) for late or missed work:
No late assignments will be accepted without a university approved exception. All assignments will be due at the beginning of class.
